Nowadays everything is still uncertain 

due to the emerge of COVID 19 

affecting not just on health but even 

education is experiencing the surge of 

the pandemic. Closure of schools and 

the sudden change of learning 

approach from traditional to remote is 

the primary effect of the present 

situation on educational institutions. 

Due to this current status, the 

Academic Affairs Department of 

Mabalacat City College administered a 

survey to the students thru 

questionnaire wherein one of the 

     questions was asked is “Who doesn’t have a gadget to use in their online classes?”. 

     Based on the results, seventy two (72) students answered the “No Gadget” item. 

With this result and to support the underprivileged students, the administration of MCC 

initiates the procurement of Samsung tablets to be only used on their online classes and 

other academic purposes. The gadgets were housed in the MCC Library and have 

launched the “Tablet Loan Service” in November 2020. The library staff formulated the 

policies and guidelines and provided the forms for the application of Tablet Loan. 

Applicants were assessed and submitted the required documents. Each applicant can 

avail the service for 2 cycles of the first semester. The gadget was delivered personally by 

the library staff to the residence of each student and conducted a brief interview for 

documentation. 

In the second semester, the Library 

Services Unit continued to post 

advertisements regarding the 

Tablet Loan Service in the MCC 

Library Facebook Page. Based on 

the statistics, during the first cycle 

of the 2nd semester there were 

twenty one (21) students availed the 

service. Students were grateful that 

Mabalacat City College is 

continuously supporting their 

learning process online and offline.

To promote the Tablet Loan Service, LSU posted infographics regarding policies 

and guidelines, and how to avail of the said service. They also posted the link to 

the Tablet Loan Application Form (MS Forms). 

The LSU staff assisted one hundred forty-one (141) students who inquired and 

submitted application forms (MS Forms). Applicants were assessed and 

interviewed via phone call, the required documents were submitted via email 

and FB messenger. 

Seventy-two (72) qualified students were able to avail of the service for one cycle 

(September to November 8, 2021), the gadgets will be used for their 

synchronous classes. 
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
